Research of The Preservation and Utilization for All Levels’ Celebrities’ Former
Residences in Old City of Beijing based on Multivariate Statistics

Abstract: The present situation of the preservation and utilization of the celebrities’ former residences in the old city of
Beijing is not good. A homogeneity analysis and a hierarchical cluster analysis have been made in this paper to highlight
the following chief factors concerning the preservation and the utilization: first, funds for the preservation and its
administrative departments; second, methods of the preservation and the utilization, departments responsible for the
evaluation of the celebrities’ former residences, situation of their opening; third, policies and regulations, ways of
publicity; and finally, service departments responsible for maintaining these residences.
