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On QI Ru-shan’ Beijing Opera Origin Theory

Abstract; About building beijing opera theory, it was important where Beijing opera had come from. However , Until now, the

consensus among Beijing opera historians is not reached yet. On this issue, Qi Ru-shan had brought forward his unique views. He

thought that Xipi and Erhuang came from Hanzhong area of south Shanxi, and Xipi and Erhuang would play together in Shanxi’ Piying

firstly.
