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Show in Late Heyday
— The Prevailing of Three-Kingdom Dramas in Qing Dynasty Palace Viewed from Drama Development

Abstract; The reason for the prevailing of Three-Kingdom dramas in late Qing Dynasty palace lies not only externally in
its political and military value, political cohesion from Guanyu Worship, favor of the royal family, abundant accumula-
tion of itself, but also in the characteristic diversities between Kun and Beijing operas, the winning of Hua genre in
Hua-Ya Battle. Considering the history of drama, acception and drama performances in Qing Dynasty palace, it is not an
accidental phenomenon but a close link to the evolution of dramas, to character of dramatic genre and actors’ individual
talent, reflecting folk taste in drama appreciation and its change.
