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Master’s Fifty-Year
Dedication to Celadon

Mao Zhengcong is a Chinese celadon
master. He was born in 1949 into a family
of a mountain village in Longquan, southern
Zhejiang Province. As a boy, he disliked
working in farmland because he feared
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snakes and leeches. One day, he sneaked to
a celadon workshop nearby and apprenticed
himself without letting his mother know in
advance. He officially started his celadon ca-
reer in 1955 as a prentice when he was em-
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ployed by Longquan Ceramics Factory. The
15-year-old was one among the first batch
of apprentices employed by the factory after
1949.
