Abstract

In the course of preparing for the recitals, it’s been more clearly that how to
interpret the classical compositions. The purpose of this paper is to make it clear that
how to interpret the classical piano sonatas (especial the Mozart piano sonatas).

Firstly, in order to understand how classical style and characteristic emerge, we
have to summarizing the historical background and origin of the Vienna classical
style.

Secondly, the characteristics and status of Mozart piano sonata k.333 are to be
analysed.

Lastly, for the purpose of grasping how to interpret this sonata correctly, the
notation in the scores, melody figure, texture, harmony, musical structure of piano
sonata k.333 is to be thought over.

Conclusion: This piano sonata is a typical Vienna Classical sonata. It is an
important clavier composition, with clear melody and texture, symmetry structure, a
harmony style of homophony mostly. The acoustics should be bright and clear. These
characteristics should be wonderfully performed, which root in the spiritual thought

and musical style and composer’s optimism of that era.
