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ABSTRCT

The human existence is not only to be alive but also to constantly make
progresses. Therefore, when being designed, the future school program should not
only merely enable students to carry on the essential culture of their own country and
the world, but also train students to gain the abilities of improving themselves and
their culture, as well as the abilities of self-determination and the spirit of cooperation.

Students should be guided to understand how to initiatively discover meaningful
questions and not to chase after the exact answers merely. Besides, they should be
able to obtain knowledge from teachers, and independently create new knowledge
based on their gathered information and results as well.

This article first analyzes the environment of art school and elaborated the theory
of experimental study and its practical significance. Secondly, it defines the concept
of school-based curriculum development and addresses the orientation of values in
such development. Then, it details the design and implementation processes of
experimental study in school-based curriculum development. Finally, this article
explains the resulting progress and the underlying difficulties in the trials of
school-based curriculum development.

The whole article consists of six chapters, and chapter one is the foreword.

Chapter two mostly introduces the general information on art school, the current
situation of students’ course study and influence factors, which is followed by the
analysis of the status of Chinese course study and the corresponding demands from
students. In addition, it clarifies the theoretical and practical significance of
school-based curriculum development.

Chapter three first defines the concepts of “the development of school-based
curriculum” and “the curriculum development based on school™. It then discusses the
otientation of values in the trials of school program development, based on the point
of view of a series of “concerns”, that is, concerns for students to be “complete
grown-ups”, concerns for students’ experiences and interests of study and concerns
for intrinsic knowledge and national tradition culture. In addition, this chapter
clarifies the categories and the main influence factors of school-based curriculum
development.

Chapter four details several educational experiments, such as {Seeing off in the
ten-mile corridor) extensive reading, recessive course program {Family tutor and the
gentle lady» and special topics in the investigative studies of {Rescarch on tragic of
developing Beijing opera) with its designs and implementation processes.

Especially, it explains the perspectives on the designs, and specifically describes
the story of {Seeing off in the ten-mile corridor) . It also details the implementation
processes of the special topics in the investigative studies of {Research on tragic of
developing Beijing opera) . The rest of this chapter encloses the corresponding
experimental achievemnent such as students’ compositions and theses.

Chapter five summarizes the progresses in such experiment: promoted the
optimization of school program; heightened the teachers' creativity and
self-motivation to the full extent; harmonized the relationship between teachers and



students; widened students’ perspectives to various directions; cultivated students’
spirits of suspecting and consciousness of introspection; satisfied students
psychologically with the achievement on study, etc..

Chapter six explains the problems remaining to solve while studying further.
